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ISBF Young Scientist Awards – Biofabrication 2021

Aims 
The purpose of the ISBF’s Young Scientist award is to recognize outstanding achievements by predoctoral members of the International Society for Biofabrication (ISBF). 

Award Eligibility
All eligible individuals are encouraged to apply. In order to be eligible for the award, the applicant must meet the following criteria:
· Currently enrolled as a graduate student
· There will be three awards, one to applicants from each of the three following geographic regions: Americas, Europe/Africa, Asia/Oceania.
· Must be an active registered member of ISBF
· Actively involved in any area of Biofabrication
· Have an abstract accepted for presentation at the Biofabrication 2021 Conference
· Be registered for virtual attendance at the Biofabrication 2021 Conference

Application 
The application must include the following in a single *.PDF file:
1)	Affiliation and Contact – no more than one page (form on Biofabrication 2021 Awards webpage)
2)	Curriculum Vitae – no more than 4 pages (11 point font, 0.5 inch margins)
3)	Two (2) Letters of Recommendation
4)	One page Personal Statement
5)	Accepted Abstract

Application Procedures and Deadlines
Nomination messages must have a send date and time no later than 9:00PM August 6, 2021 US Pacific Time to the Awards Committee Chair, Dr. David Dean (David.Dean@osumc.edu).  All awardees selected by the ISBF’s Awards Committee must confirm virtual attendance of Biofabrication 2021 with the ISBF Awards Committee Chair to receive an award. 

Selection Criteria
The candidates will be evaluated by the ISBF’s Awards Committee, consisting of 3 ISBF members. If a nominator is on the Awards Committee, they cannot vote on or discuss their nominee but can rank the other nominees. Selection will be on the basis of the following criteria:
1) Outstanding achievements
2) Quality and significance of the “accepted” 2021 Biofabrication Conference abstract.
3) Innovation of the research reported in the abstract.

· Monetary award of $750
· Recognition and presentation of the award at the Biofabrication 2021 Awards ceremony
· ISBF Recognition Certificate

Award winners will be notified by the ISBF 2021 Meeting Organizing Committee the week of August 30th. Public announcement of Award: September 3, 2021. The Awards Committee will announce and present prize winners their awards on September 29, 2021 at the Biofabrication 2021 Awards Ceremony.
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
